Vascular imaging updates by section
e Aneurysm of the abdominal aorta oriliac arteries:
o Addednew indication for asymptomatic enlargement by imaging
o Clarified surveillance intervals forstable aneurysmsas follows:
= Treated with endografts, annually
» Treated with open surgical repair, every five years
e Stenosisor occlusion of the abdominal aorta or branch vessels, not otherwise specified:
o Addedsurveillance indication and interval for surgical bypass grafts

Advanced imaging of the chest updates by section
e Tumor or neoplasm:
o Allowedfollow-up of noduleslessthan 6 mm in size seen on incomplete thoracic
CT scan, in alignment with follow-up recommendations for nodules of the same
size seen on complete thoracic CT scan
o Addednew criteriafor which follow-upisindicated for mediastinal and hilar
lymphadenopathy
o Separated mediastinal/hilar mass from lymphadenopathy, which now has its
own entry
e Parenchymal lungdisease —not otherwise specified:
o Removedasitis coveredelsewhere inthe document (parenchymal diseasein
occupational lungdiseases and pleural disease in other thoracic mass lesions)
e Interstitial lungdisease, nonoccupational including idiopathic pulmonaryfibrosis:
o Definedcriteriawarranting advanced imaging for both diagnosis and
management
e Occupational lungdisease (adultonly):
o Moved parenchymal component of asbestosisinto thisindication
o Addedberylliosis
e Chest wall and diaphragmatic conditions:
o Removedscreeningindicationforimplantrupture due to lack of evidence
indicating that outcomes are improved
o Limited evaluation of clinically suspected rupture to patients with silicone
implants
